Zadar is located in the very centre of the Croatian Adriatic, in the most indented part of the Adriatic archipelago.

The city of Zadar is easily accessible destination which can be reached by land, sea or air. With its good infrastructure, it is directly connected to other major Croatian cities: Zagreb, Rijeka, Split and Dubrovnik.
BY CAR 

If you travel by car from Western or Eastern Europe, after the Croatian border crossing take the highway A1.
From direction of Zagreb/Rijeka - Highway exit „Zadar 1“ (West)  
After exiting the highway, turn left and drive 15 km and enter the city of Zadar. On the first traffic light, drive straight on Jadran Avenia Street to the city center, Ante Starcevic Street to the IMPACT Center (follow the sign). From Ante Starcevic Street turn right at the crossroads and continue straight along Franjo Tudman Street to the Center City Galleria shopping mall. On the second crossroads, in front of the shopping center, turn right in Put Stanova Street, continue straight 300m and turn left at Franko Lisica Sport and Recreation Centre. When you enter the Sport and Recreation Centre area, continue straight and after 30m turn left (follow the IMPACT sign).
At the end of the street turn right, drive 50m and turn left after the turning and after 20m turn left and drive to the parking spot of IMPACT-European Centre for Cross-Sector Partnership (white and gray building, photo in the attachment). 
From direction of Split - Highway exit „Zadar 2“ (East) 
After leaving the highway, drive some 10 minutes, through the village of Zemunik Donji, pass Zadar airport and enter the city of Zadar. On the first traffic light, continue straight along  the Benkovacka Street. From the Benkovacka Street continue to the Vlatka Maceka Street. On the second traffic light, continue straight along Franje Tudmana Street up to up to Center City Galleria shopping mall. 

On the second crossroad in front of the shopping mall, turn right in Put Stanova Street, continue straight 300m and turn left at Franko Lisica Sport and Recreation Centre.  When you enter the Sport and Recreation Centre, continue straight and after 30m turn left (follow the IMPACT sign).

At the end of the street turn right, drive 50m and turn left after the turning and after 20m turn left and drive to the parking spot of IMPACT-European Centre for Cross-Sector Partnership (white and gray building, photo in attachment). 

Adriatic Motorway from the direction of Šibenik
You will enter the city of Zadar from the direction of the Bibinje village. On the first traffic light (crossroad) turn left and continue along Biogradska Street. From Biogradska Street continue to the Vlatka Maceka Street. On the second traffic light, continue straight along Franje Tudmana Street to Center City Galleria shopping mall. 

On the second crossroad in front of the shopping mall, turn right in Put Stanova Street, continue straight 300m and turn to the left in Sport and Recreation Centre Franko Lisica.  When you enter the Sport and Recreation Centre, continue straight and after 30m turn left (follow the IMPACT sign).

At the end of the street turn right, drive 50m and turn left after the turning and after 20m turn left and drive to the parking spot of IMPACT-European Centre for Cross-Sector Partnership (white and gray building, photo in attachment). 

BY AIRPLANE 

Air traffic, although from a small but modern airport (9 km away from the centre), connects Zadar to the Croatian cities and some European capitals. You can access other destinations by changing planes in Zagreb which, as the capital of Croatia, belongs to the international air traffic network.

From the airport to the IMPACT Centre

Zadar Airport provides bus transport by the public transport company Liburnija, from the city of Zadar to Zadar Airport and from Zadar Airport to the city of Zadar. At Zadar Airport, the bus stop is located next to the main building exit/entrance. If you take the bus from the airport to the IMPACT Center, ask the driver to stop at the Bus Central Station. Price of one-way ticket is approximately Euro 4,5.
From IMPACT Centre to the airport

The buses from Zadar depart one hour before take off. The bus stop is located at the Bus Central Station in Ante Starcevica Street and also at Liburnska obala not far from the Croatia Airlines agency.
TAXI from the airport to the IMPACT Centre

At Zadar Airport a taxi service is available. The taxies are parked near the bus stop. If you are heading from the city of Zadar to Zadar airport, you may call the Taxi service station at Liburnska obala 4b, phone: + 385 23 251 400. 
Price of one-way ride costs approximately 20 Euro.
BY BUS
Regular international bus lines connect Croatia with Austria, Italia, Hungary, France, Germany, Bosnia and Herzegovina. This type of transport is the cheapest if you come to Croatia from Eastern Europe. You can reach Zadar from other destinations such as Zagreb, Rijeka, Split, Dubrovnik.

When you come to the Central Station in Zadar, IMPACT Centre is only 10 minute away by foot. Turn left from Ante Starcevica Street to Franje Tudmana Street and continue straight to the City Galleria Shopping Centre. On the second crossroads in front of the shopping centre, turn right to Put Stanova Street and continue 50m to the entrance for pedestrians, on the left side of the IMPACT Centre.
Taxi from the bus station to the IMPACT Centre

At the Central Bus Station, a taxi service is available. The taxies are parked inside of the bus stop/station.
Price of one-way ride from bus station to the IMPACT Centre is approximately 3,5 Euro.
